Granite Gneiss and Hornblende Gneiss - granite gneiss: pink, 
coarse to extremely- coarse-grained (over 12 mm); microcline, 
quartz, chlorite, oligoclase, minor garnet and magnetite;

blende, epidote, serricitized-andesine, chlorite, minor apatite 
and biotite .
