few flakes of muscovite.

Sand -- grayish orange; medium to coarse grained, few granules; sub­
angular to subrounded; moderately well sorted; quartz; feldspar; fe., 
opagues.

As above except medium to very coarse grained; few flakes of muscovite. 

Sand -- dusky yellow green; some stained grains; fine to medium grained, 
few granules; sub angular to rounded; moderately well sorted; quartz; 25% 
glauconite; some black phosphatic material, few grains of feldspar.
