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The Cumberland River crosses
Cumberland County from northeast
to southwest in broad, sweeping,
meandering loops and intervening
large spurs. It is one of the finest
cool-water fishing streams in the
eastern United States, with striped
bass (40 pounds), brown trout (20
pounds), and rainbow trout. Spring
droughts and hot weather can bring
reduced flow and warmer water that
threatens the fish, as in the drought
of 2007 seen here. Managed releases
from the upstream Lake Cumberland
Dam mitigate the impacts.

Residents of Kentucky draw about 38 million gallons of water per day from
streams and reservoirs in the basin. On average, about 6,300 million gallons per
day (mgd) flow out of the basin, but about once every 10 years, only 55 mgd will
flow for a week. This variability in flow affects water users and stream life.

More than 600 miles of assessed streams in the basin do not support
designated uses for warm-water aquatic habitat, fish consumption, primary
contact recreation, or secondary contact recreation. Not all streams have been
assessed. The percentage of assessed streams not supporting uses was: warm-

water aquatic habitat (37%); fish consumption (12%); primary contact recreation
